Each of the text’s fifteen chapters is centered on a key idea related to the period being
discussed, and contains a series of valuable pedagogical features including timelines, high-quality
maps, and boxed material. Each chapter also takes a unique cultural or historical point of view,
often through primary sources, the stylistic relationship between two or more images and ideas or
between text and image, and contemporaneous non-Western cultural landmarks and cross-cultural
influences. In this edition, each chapter opens with & ceA First Looka - at a landmark work that
illustrates the key idea of the chapter and acts as a cultural guidepost to that chaptera ™s
overarching theme. This new feature explains the artworka ™s significance as a landmark in its own

time as well as in ours.
